PRAYER GUIDE—JUNE/JULY 2011

PRAYER — THE ESSENTIAL ELEMENT OF SPIRITUAL VICTORY. Read Ephesians 6:10-18. We are constantly in danger from our
adversary Satan which means we must be constantly in prayer. So Paul challenges us to be strong, putting on the whole armor of God that we
may be able to stand against the schemes of the devil, against darkness, and against evil days. We can win the battle through “praying on” the
whole armor of God. “Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit being watchful for this end with all perseverance and
supplication for all.”

The following prayer is cited in Dr. Warren Wiersbe's book The Strategy of Satan: How to Detect and Defeat Him. Dr. Wiersbe prays this
prayer to begin his day. Let's join him as we seek to be spiritually empowered.

Father, thank you for the provision you have made for victory over Satan. Now, by faith, I put on the girdle of truth. May my life today be motivated by truth.
Help me to maintain integrity. By faith, | put on the breastplate of righteousness. May my heart love that which is righteous and refuse what is sinful. Thank you for the
imputed righteousness of Christ. By faith, | put on the shoes of peace. Help me to stand in Christ's victory today. Help me to be a peacemaker and not a troublemaker. By
faith, | take the shield of faith. May I trust you and your Word today and not add fuel to any of Satan's darts. Thank you that I can go into this day without fear. By faith, I
put on the helmet of salvation. May | remember today that Jesus is coming again. Help me to live in the future tense. Protect my mind from discouragement and despair.
By faith, | take the sword of the Spirit. Help me to remember your Word and to use it today. Father, by faith | have put on the armor. May this be a day of victory.
